Set conveniently in the centre of the village, Whittle-le-Woods Village Hall is the ideal place to hold parties, functions, meetings and all types of events. 
Richly upholstered chairs and modern folding tables enable over 100 place settings to be accommodated.  The Public Entertainment licence means that a whole range of functions can take place between 10am and midnight.  

There are many facilities available including a sound system incorporating a CD player and digital input, display screens, an overhead projector, wifi and a portable stage.

There are two function rooms and both have modern fitted kitchens with an electric cooker and oven, microwave, refrigerator and instant water boiler for hot beverages. Pans, trays and other cooking utensils are stocked to enable full dinners to be prepared on site. Crockery, cutlery and glassware is provided for 100 people to sit down to dinner.

The kitchens have been awarded a top score of 5 under the Food Hygiene Rating scheme.
The building is equipped with modern toilet facilities and has disabled facilities throughout. 

The halls are available for hire for £16 per hour during the day and £20 per hour for evening events. Use of cooker in the main hall incurs a small extra charge.

Both rooms incur an additional £100 deposit for evening parties. 

There are many regular activities taking place in the halls such as children’s dances classes, yoga, karate, pilates, aerobics, toddler group, Senior’s art classl, drama and Slimming World.

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Rules

1. All exhibits in the GENERAL SECTION to be bona fide property of the exhibitor for at least 6 weeks prior to the show.  
2. All exhibits in the CRAFT SECTION must be the unaided work of the exhibitor and been made during the last 12 months.
3. All names to be masked on craft items
4. All children’s classes to be the unaided work of the child
5. All entry forms must be sent to the SHOW MANAGER Dedrah Moss, before noon on Thursday, August 25th. No late entries are allowed.
6. Entry fee 30p per entry except the children’s classes which are free.

7. Children exhibiting in adult classes will be treated as adults.

8. All staging  must be done on Saturday between 7.30 and 10.30 am - including Floral Art which must be arranged in the hall on the day. For all floral art classes the space allowed is 75 cm wide, 75 cm deep and 99 cm high. 
9. Photographs should not exceed 6x4 inches and be unmounted.

10. Judging will take place at 11.00 am.  No-one except officials will be allowed in the hall whilst judging is taking place.

11. No exhibits to be removed from benches until after the presentations have taken place.
12. Winners in each class will receive a certificate and the following points will be awarded to find the exhibitor with most points.  

1st    5 points

2nd   3 points

3rd    1 point
